Our dinners are held monthly
and have grown to a point where
20 or so parishioners attend each
function and as many as 30 people
have been involved. 

There is a time before dinner
when one group may arrive before
the others. We used to fill that
quiet, slightly awkward time with
music or singing. At our last din-
ner, there was no need to do that as
the room was abuzz with conversa-
tion as people greeted each other.

We continue to collect gently
used linens, towels and personal-
care items for people in the mental
health community who are transi-
tioning from Delaware Psychiatric
Center or prison. Donations may
be left in the gray-colored bin in
All Saints’ parish hall.
